1.4/� ��������� in referral activity.  Despite this decrease, increases were found for Misdemeanor A/B Other (59.5%), Arson (33.3%), Misdemeanor A/B Trespass (14.1%), and Misdemeanor A/B 
Evade/Resisting Arrest (11.7%).  Several decreases consist of Felony Drugs (-75.8%), Felony Mischief (-71.4%), Felony Theft (-45.5%), Misdemeanor A/B Mischief (-36.5%).  Less serious offenses 
increased by 20.1%.
