The following table presents a comparison of January- November 2019 referral activity as contrasted to January-November 2020 referral activity.  During this time frame, the data shows a decrease 
(-41.4%) in referral activity. Several significant decreases include Drugs- Misd (-90.7%), Drugs – Felony (-63.1%), Trespass – MA/MB (-58.8), and Assault-Misd (-56.1%). The data shows a sole increase 
in DWI – MA/MB (87.5%).
